We have lost a dear friend and colleague, Mapvidvilson, Jr. It is an honor for me to say a
few remarks today about our friend who took hgt fight on November 10, 2007, just after
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celebrating his 80th birthday. Marvin was a vergaal person. He was proud of his prominent souather
heritage, his family, his education, and his mbent50 years in the insurance industry and the Blese.

Marvin was born in Raleigh, North Carolina. He gratkd from the University of North Carolina at ¢aka
Hill in 1948, with a B.A. in journalism, and whegestreet was named after his family.

He was employed by the North Carolina Fire InsueaRating Bureau beginning in 1950. He served asofe
Special Agent in Wilmington, North Carolina from Weomber 1954 to April 1964. While in Wilmington, he
served as the President of the Wilmington Jaydeetty Secretary and Vice-President of the North (D@0
Jaycees, and the National Director of the U.S. elagicHe returned to the Raleigh office in 1964. hetl
various positions within the company and eventualfs appointed manager of the N.C. Joint Undervgrite
Association/Fair and Beach Plans until he retire@l992.

Marvin became a member of our Honorable Order dordgey 7, 1952, when he was only 24 years old.
Marvin was an active member of the Blue Goose far dive decades, holding the position of wieldéthe
N.C. Pond beginning in 1968. On May 1, 1993, he indscted as a life member. In 1991, he was eleatell
served as the Most Loyal Grand Gander, representiagSouthern Region.
