Bruce and his father Browne (who incidentally wasstlLoyal Grand Gander in 1972), have the distiactor
of being one of two father and son who have seagethe Most Loyal Grand Gander of the Blue Goose.

Bruce had a liver transplant in 1993 and subsetjueas had several health issues thereafter. Tfgpoand
his problem, he had a horse that stumbled anafellim and crushed him. However, Bruce alwaymseeto
bounce back.
